Gift Aid is a scheme whereby we are able to claim back from the government the tax YOU have paid on the money you give each week for subscriptions.

For each £1 we collect in subs we are able to claim back from the government 28p. This doesn’t sound much but with a weekly subscription income of approx. £160 we are losing out to a substantial amount if we do not make a claim.

How does the group benefit?
Annual membership fees are currently met from Group funds which in 2017 means a payment of £40 to Scout Headquarters for each member on the role as of 1st January with last year’s total payment being £2450. Signing up to the GIFT AID scheme will raise approximately half that amount in the next financial year and it won’t cost you a penny extra.

What do I have to do?

Simply complete the attached form and return it to your son’s section leader as soon as possible. It doesn’t matter how many children you have in the group you only need to fill in one form. In order to avoid mistakes please add your child’s / children’s name(s) to the form.
Note: The member of the household who pays income tax should complete the form. Please do not complete the form if no member of the household pays income tax. Similarly if you cease to pay tax you must inform the Scout Group so that we are not making false claims.
